BEFORE ASSEMBLING AND MOUNTING

Utmost care has to be taken while choosing the installation location of the antenna. Be sure to look
for surrounding buildings and electric power lines. Prepare all parts ready prior to installation.
Follow the safety precautions carefully to prevent electric shock accidents. Assemble the antenna
and bracket on the ground before installing it at the chosen location to avoid the rotation of the
antenna with the wind load.
